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only copy we were able to locate, via the Catálogo Colectivo de las Universidades de 
Catalunya, is in the Biblioteca de Monserrate. It appears to be a translation from a 
French newsletter.

The account begins describing Louis XIII’s piety, stating that the King stopped at 
Orleans to observe the Easter festivities before heading to battle. The account builds to 
the battle of Île de Ré on April 16, 1622, between the royal forces and Benjamin de Rohan, 
Duc de Soubise (French Huguenot leader, famous for leading the Siege of Saint-Martin-
de-Ré in 1625, younger brother of Henri II de Rohan, Duc de Rohan and Prince de Léon). 
Louis XIII was victorious in this battle, and the Duc de Soubise was forced to flee to [Les 
Sables-d’] Olonne at low tide. Additional persons mentioned throughout the account 
include: the Prince of Condé, Señor Bassompierre (possibly François de Bassompierre 
[1579-1646] who signed the Treaty of Madrid in 1621), the Count of Soissons, the Count de 
Rochefucaut, and Señor Marillac. The final paragraphs emphasize the embarrassment of 
the Duc de Soubise, who lost all of his authority due to, among other factors, having lost 
an entire regiment of 1200 men.
